A panel composed of qualified speakers will present the viewpoint of their respective faith groups, followed by questions and answers and an open discussion facilitated by Henri Lock of UVic Interfaith Services. Among those on the panel:

Forrest Smith, a Unitarian, is a professional engineer with extensive experience in environmental and energy management. His last position was Director of Environmental Stewardship for National Defense. He sits on the CRD Roundtable on the Environment where he chairs the Climate Change and Energy sub-committee and he also sits on the City of Victoria's Environment and Shoreline Advisory Committee. 

Rabbi Louis W. Sutker is a Registered Psychologist with a background in assessment, psychotherapy and research.  He is especially interested in creative liturgy, helping people connect to the Creator and facilitating inter-faith spiritual relationships.  

Dr. Todd Khozein, of the Bahá’í Faith, has founded and operated several businesses in the medical, real estate, entertainment and emergent technology fields. His most recent activity, with the Second Muse think tank, has been focused on the role of the corporation in developing and sustaining its environment.  

Younas Mohammad Mirza has lived in Canada for the past 41 years, working as a Civil Engineer for 34 years. Following an early retirement in 2000, he became increasingly involved in social work. He currently serves as the Regional Director of the Canadian Islamic Congress, as well as the Muslim chaplain at UVic Interfaith Services. 

Ernest Morrow is currently the Anglican Chaplain at UVic and was a facilitator for the national Anglican Environmental Justice Conference held in Victoria last May. He has a background in Montessori and environmental education as well as wilderness instruction and has been employed by various schools and boards in BC and Ontario. 
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
