Rabbi Louis W. Sutker is a Registered Psychologist with a background in assessment, psychotherapy and research.  He is especially interested in creative liturgy, helping people connect to the Creator and facilitating inter-faith spiritual relationships.  

Suresh Basrur, is a retired scientist/engineer who devotes considerable time to understanding Hinduism at a deeper level.  He is active in the Victoria community  doing his part in bringing an awareness and understanding of Hinduism to the public. He makes regular presentations to school and college students, at churches, at the Theosophical Society, VIHA, and VMS.  
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Doug Seeley, a Unitarian, is a computer scientist who is presently the Dean of a College for Traditional Chinese Medicine. He has devoted his life to understanding the deep connections between ourselves, nature and the Cosmos. He has given more than a decade each to practicing Taoism, Yoga, Sufism and now Aramaic Christianity.  He is interested in Science from an "I and Thou" perspective, and the role of complex living systems.
Elaine McCreary, Ed.D is a Bahá’í who, as Associate Professor at the University of Guelph, conducted a graduate seminar on philosophies of science to broaden appreciation of how knowledge is systematically generated about layers of reality.  
Karima Ramji, of the Ismaili Muslim community, has been a resident of Victoria for 12 years, and in that time, has been an active supporter of an international development project that helps fight global poverty and also an active member of her faith community.
